Tannins are mild but
firm, acidity is medium. The wine finishes with good red fruit
flavors mixed with earth and hints of bell pepper and spice.

Bodegas Illana, Casa da Illana, 45% Bobal, 30%
Tempranillo, 25% Syrah, Spain. Brilliant and clean cherry-
garnet red. First impression gives creamy earthy nuances




and sweet tannins from the noble oak. Revealing its
personality with the glass in movement: blackberry, cherry
and violets, licorice, with mineral and fine wood nuances.
Soft and fruity palate. A flavorful and original wine with
structure and body. $17.99

Old Speckled Hen, England.A full, smooth flavour very easy
to drink. Its rich amber colour and superb fruity aromas are
complemented by a delicious blend of malty tastes. Toffee
and malt combine with bitterness on the back of the tongue

Belhaven Scottish Ale. Malty and hoppy, Belhaven Scottish
Ale delivers a sweet, smooth and creamy finish.
